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Abstract: As an important learning method in junior high school English classrooms, cooperat-
ive learning faces several practical problems, including group formation is not scientific, divis-
ion of labor within groups is unreasonable; inappropriate design of cooperative learning objec-
tives and tasks, and an imperfect evaluation system. In response to these issues, optimization
strategies are proposed to improve the effectiveness of cooperative learning in junior high sch-
ool English classrooms, such as optimizing heterogeneous grouping and clarifying responsibilit-
y division, scientifically setting learning objectives and tasks to stimulate students' in-depth th-
inking, and establishing a diversified classroom evaluation system for cooperative learning to
enhance students' motivation for cooperation.
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
