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An Analysis of the Role of Youth Groups in Rural Tourism
Development : Taking Taishan City in Jiangmen as an
example
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Abstract: This paper aims to systematically analyze the role and function of young people in rur-
al tourism and cultural heritage preservation, addressing prevalent challenges in rural cultural to-
urism development such as insufficient revitalization, monotonous business models, and disconti-
nuities in cultural transmission. Taking Taishan City in Jiangmen, Guangdong Province as a case
study, the article employs typical case analysis to explore the challenges faced by local rural tou-
rism in transforming cultural resources, innovating business models, and preserving cultural heri-
tage, along with their underlying causes. Findings indicate that youth can effectively promote the
creative transformation and sustainable development of rural cultural resources through multidi-
mensional pathways, including content translation and narrative innovation, business model integ-
ration and experiential design, community engagement, and institutional framework construction.
Consequently, youth emerge as pivotal agents in advancing the dynamic transmission of rural c-
ulture and high-quality tourism development. Establishing youth-centered, community-based mec-

hanisms for cultural preservation and industrial synergy represents a critical pathway toward ach-
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ieving sustainable revitalization of rural tourism and enduring cultural development.
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
