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Discourse Construction and Grassroots Narration: A
Multi-dimensional Interpretation of Ban Yu's Novels

Abstract: In his "Tales of Tiexi," Ban Yu adopts the perspective of the "children's generation" t-
o portray the everyday lives and inner worlds of ordinary people during the transition period
of the northeast old industrial base. His works have resonated widely with readers for their g-
rounded realism and deep empathy toward individual destinies. Ban Yu's distinctive narrative 1-
anguage and unique lyrical temperament have enabled him to form a unique style among co-
ntemporary young writers. There is a necessary interdependence between the unique discours-
e form and theme expression of Ban Yu's novels. By carefully reading Ban Yu's short story col-
lection "Wuxiaoyou", and using Foucault's "discourse" theory, the discourse in Ban Yu's novels i-
s divided into four dimensions: metaphorical discourse, local discourse, mass discourse, and f-
emale discourse. By approaching it in this way, the intrinsic connection between the "discours-
e" in Ban Yu's novels and their creative themes is revealed.
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
