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Abstract: The late-Tang poet Xue Neng was known for his refined and elegant poetic style, en-
joying considerable fame during his lifetime and even being emulated by contemporaries. The
Complete Tang Poemsincludes fourteen of Xue Neng's poems and one poetic line that overlap
with works attributed to other authors. Tong Peiji's Textual Research on Misattributed and Re-
peated Poems in the Complete Tang Poemspreviously examined these cases. By utilizing rare
editions of Xue Neng's poetry collections and other historical sources not referenced in Tong's
work, this study revisits and revises some of his conclusions: while Tong correctly attributed t-
he five Shengping Cipoems to Xue Neng and justly excluded Spring Scenery Fills the Imperial
City, Huaqing Palace: A Response to Du Sheren, Examination Hall at Night, The Old Garden-
et's Cottage, and the line "The long clouds over the western frontier have vanished" from Xue-
's corpus, this research demonstrates that Affer Failing the Exam: Boating from Yimen to Yong
-cheng Post Stationand Releasing Three Pheasants on the Lantern Festival in the Dingsi Years-
hould in fact be attributed to Xue Neng, contrary to Tong's judgment. Additionally, the three
poems Lament for the Spring, Peonies(No. 3), and Meeting a Friend Returning from the Bord-

er, which Tong left unassigned, are here reattributed to Xue Neng. A thorough examination of
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the authorship of these disputed poems not only helps clarify their attribution but also provi-
des valuable documentary support for the study of late-Tang poetry.
